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11v11 (Under 12, 14, 16 and 18) outdoor match Rules

The games will be played as per FIFA Laws of the Game with the following modifications:

Law 2 – The Ball:
The size of ball for divisions Under 12 shall be size four (4).

The size of ball for divisions Under 14 and up shall be size five (5).
Law 3 – The number of players:
The match shall be played by two teams each consisting of eleven (11) players, one whom shall be the goalkeeper.  A match may not start if either team consists of fewer than seven (7) players. Teams will be allowed a 15-minute grace period to field the minimum number of players before forfeiting the game.
In the event a team cannot field eleven (11) players but has at least the seven (7) players, then the opposing team must field the exact same number of players.
LAW 6 – The assistant referee:
There shall be no Assistant Referees provided, but each team will provide a lineperson for one side of the field.
Law 7 – The duration of the Match:

Under 11 and 12 - matches will consist of two (2) x thirty-five (35) minute halves with a five (5) minute break at halftime.  The convenor may revise the duration before the start of the match to allow for four (4) x seventeen and a half (17 1/2) minutes quarters during times of extreme heat conditions.

Under 13 and 14 - matches will consist of 2 two (2) x forty (40) minute halves with a five (5) minute break at halftime.  The convenor may revise the duration before the start of the match to allow for four (4) x twenty (20) minutes quarters during times of extreme heat conditions.
Under 15, 16, 17 and 18 - matches will consist of two (2) x forty five (45) minute halves with a five (5) minute break at halftime.  The convenor may revise the duration before the start of the match to allow for four (4) x twenty-two and a half (22 1/2) minutes quarters during times of extreme heat conditions.
The convenor or referee may shorten House league matches if playing time is restricted by bad weather, darkness, or other unforeseen circumstances. Both coaches must be consulted, but the final decision rests with the convenor or referee.

CLUB RULE—Equal PLAYING TIME Rule:
Each player must play an equal amount of the game, except in a case where the Club has accepted a written parental request to play for a lesser period. This is the basis of the "equal play" rule. Simply stated, the "equal play" rule means that: 

· Every player must be given an equal amount of playing time in individual games, to the greatest degree possible unless the player is injured. 

· No player in a given match may be taken off and replaced with a substitute for a second (or third or fourth...) time unless all other players on that team have already been off at least as many times as that player. 

· It is the coach’s responsibility to monitor this carefully and ensure that it is rigorously followed. 

· The Club will monitor equal play and take action if a coach appears to be violating the equal play rules. 

· This "equal play" rule applies to all CWSC House League games, including regular season games, playoff games, Cup preliminary final rounds, Final matches and overtime.

· If the referee or the opposing coach detects that the equal playing rule is being violated it is to be reported to the league to take action.
